You can see by the time of the survey in 1086 the land was held by Thomas, Archbishop of York and Erneis de Buron.

I do not know what happened to Aelfric but presumably he was replaced by Normans?

Earl Waltheof was executed in 1076 for his part in a rebellion against King William the previous year.

Note a sokeman is a free peasant, found in greatest numbers in the East Midlands.

In the search below you can see the Church is mentioned together with the Old Roman Road  which you can still find today.

It has taken me too long to say thank you for your interest in PASE Domesday. I hope you have since been able to locate the site on http://domesday.pase.ac.uk . By setting ‘name type’ to ‘vill’ and ‘name’ to ‘Panton’ you should obtain results from the database. 

I append translations of the relevant entries.

In the fee of the archbishop of York in 1086:

In PANTON, Ælfric had 2 carucates of land to the geld. [There is] land for 3 ploughs. Now Gilbert, the archbishop's man, has in demesne 1 ½ ploughs; and 1 villan and 12 sokemen with 1 ½ ploughs, and 17 acres of meadow. TRE worth 30s; now 40s.

In the fee of the Erneis de Buron in 1086:

In Panton [are] 2 carucates of land to the geld. [There is] land for 3 ploughs. There are 2 ploughs in 

demesne; and 13 sokemen and 6 bordars with 2 ploughs. There is a church, and 40 acres of meadow. 

There are also two entries relating to Hardwick in Panton:

In the fee of the archbishop of York in 1086:

In 'HARDWICK' [in Panton], Ælfric had 2 bovates of land and the third part of a bovate to the geld. [There is] 

land for 5 oxen. Nigel has it of the bishop, and it is waste. There are 27 acres of meadow. TRE worth 10s; now 3s.

In the fee of the Erneis de Buron in 1086:

In 'Hardwick' [in Panton] [are] 5 bovates of land and the third part of 1 bovate to the geld. [There is] land for 11 oxen. 6 sokemen have 1 plough there, and 53 acres of meadow.
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
